RECREATION GROUND MATTERS
A number of vehicles have been on the recreation ground during the winter and concerns
have been raised about the condition of the grass. A new lock will be fitted to the Fordham
Road gate and keys will be issued to club chairman only. A record will be kept of who has keys
and the clubs will be asked not to have further keys cut.

Quotes for repairing the fence will be obtained and considered at the next
meeting; a reply will be sent to Mr Aves concerning the gate and dogs on the recreation
ground.
Clir Mrs Malkin and Cllr Beckett have made enquiries about new trees for the recreation
ground.
It was proposed by Cllr Garbett and seconded by Cllr Mrs Wilkes that it should be established
where the trees are to be positioned, what species are to be purchased and that the site is
prepared ready for the autumn when they will be planted.

County Council Land —Three Tree Allotment
A letter has been received from Mildenhall Parish Council acknowledging receipt of our letter
notifying them of our inquiry to the Boundary Commission about Isleham Marina.
A letter has been received from Mr & Mrs Palmer expressing concern about the possibility of
flip seating being put in the bus stop by their house. The Council will write back to confirm
that they will take into account their concerns if ECDC express an intention to carry out this
work.
The Council agreed not to have a Barnardos Textile Bank in the village at this time.
ECDC Woodland Creation Project —Cllr Mrs Malkin and the Clerk will attend this meeting.
COUNTY & DISTRICT COUNCILLORS REPORT & BUSINESS
The County Councillor reported that there is still a shortage of salt in the area and so only
major routes are currently being gritted.
Also there are still a large number of potholes which the highways team are trying to deal with
as soon as possible however lack of finance is affecting all of these areas.
Clir Mrs H Thompson again raised the matter of the condition of the footpaths in Limestone
Close and C Cllr Palmer will contact County Highways regarding this.
The District Councillor reported that Ely market had been given a reprieve. He also expressed
concern at the number of complaints being made to the standards board.

STANDING ORDERS & FINANCIAL REGULATIONS

new Standing Orders had not been received when this review was carried out and so they will
be considered and adopted separately.

HIGHWAYS/FOOTPATH MATTERS
There are still a number of potholes that need to be sorted and these will continue to be
reported to County Highways by the Clerk.
The hedge on the cemetery land on Beck Road is overhanging the footpath and needs cutting
back as soon as possible. It was proposed by Cllr Mrs Malkin and seconded by CllIr Baines that
the Chairman and the Clerk are authorised to accept the lowest quotation for this work in
order that it can be carried out as soon as possible.

C ClIr Powley has informed the Council that £50,000 has been set aside for repair works to be
carried out on the Prickwillow Road.
A new bus service by Dial-a-Ride began on 15" February to replace the Stagecoach service
which finished on February 14™. Timetables will be posted up in the village and also sent to
the Isleham Informer.
It was proposed by Cllr Garbett and seconded by Clir Mrs Wilkes that the quote from SP
Landscapes for the grass cutting contract for the next three years is accepted as long as the
yearly increase is no more than inflation.
